High School Afterschool Accomplishments and Successes 
· 42% of frequent participants scored proficient or advanced while only 26% of non-participants scored proficient or advanced.

· Frequent participants showed an increase of 10% over non-participants in gaining at least one CST level in ELA from ’04-‘05 to ’05-‘06, (first year of program).

· Frequent participants showed an increase of 9% over non-participants in gaining at least one CST level in mathematics from ’04-‘05 to ’05-‘06, (first year of program).

· In ’04-’05
58 of 193 seniors, (30% of the class), that graduated on time, took Credit Reclamation Classes afterschool.

· In ’05-’06
22 of 165 seniors, (13% of the class), that graduated on time, took Credit Reclamation Classes afterschool.
· In ’06-’07
29 of 92 seniors, (32% of the class), that graduated on time, took Credit Reclamation Classes afterschool.

· BlairLEARNs’ High School Credit Reclamation Program has increased the graduation rate 32% over the last 3 years. 

· In ’05-’06 
29 out of 41 seniors that took BlairLEARNs’ CAHSEE Prep Classes, passed the exam in time to graduate with their class.
