	Engage                                                  Length (Time):

How will you capture their attention?

How can you elicit their previous knowledge? What do they already know about this topic?

Step 1) - As the students sit down ask them to close their eyes for a second and imagine being in one of the Village in Africa, listening the music and transporting your imagination to enter in one of the boy’s homes. Spark conversation by asking students if they have ever heard African music. Choose a couple of students to share their answers.
Step 2). - Tell the students that African people use music in their everyday activities as well. Their music marks important events in their lives just as it does in ours. Their songs can teach us not only about African music, but also about African culture."

Step 3). - Inspire the students to close their eyes and imagine that they are in a village in Africa while they hear that music.
Step 4).-  Play the music as the students sit in a circle.
Step 5)..-  Ask the students to open their eyes and now they are going to hear a story about an African boy.
Step 6). - Prepare the students to gather in groups of 4 and now they are going to write in a large piece of paper their own story based on the music they heard and adapted from the story of Abiyoyo. 

Step 7). - Ask them for each group to choose a title for their story to write in their paper and an instrument to accompany their song, it can be a body part as well.

Step 8).-  Focus on the ideas they brought out about the similarities in our culture, and characteristics in the music, etc., and tell students we will be Composers for the day Each person will have roles and responsibilities.                                                  
Step 9). - Set up group member roles (Writer, music player, presenter, and materials manager) before moving onto the Explore section of this lesson either by assigning or letting them assign roles within their group.

Step 2).-  Students will work as a group to decide what kind of story they will write according to their own personal experiences.                                              
Step 3). - Students will be learning more about African Music by repetition and exploring the characteristics within the music.                              
Step 4). - Students will learned that improvising a simple musical story is part of our every day lives.                        
Step 5).-  Tell the students to  add instrumental accompaniment: drums, rattles, clappers, etc.
