	Engage                                                  Length (Time):

How will you capture their attention?

How can you elicit their previous knowledge? What do they already know about this topic?

Step 1. - Spark students’ imagination by asking to imagine a place such as the forests in which the Mbuti people live.                                                              

Step 2. – Ask the students to describe what people might do for work, play or school in an environment described to them. Students may suggest answers such as hunting, cooking singing, dancing and exploring.                                                               
Step 3. – Explain that the lesson will focus on the Mbuti and Fulani people. The class will learn about their style of living, their traditions and everyday life in these villages’ lines that separate the nations.          
Step 4. - Have discussion on both villages, explaining some traditions, what they do for work, and what role men, women, girls and boys play in the villages. Discussion could include how both groups are nomadic. Explain that nomadic means that their homes are temporary and that
they move whenever they need to find more food. Explain that Mbuti women spend their mornings and afternoons gathering food such as berries, roots and mushrooms while the men hunt for meat. Talk about the important role cattle play to the Fulani people and how the status of each man depends on how many cows he owns and how the woman's status depends on how many children she bares. Ask the class how an American's status is sometimes determined. Ask what role they play in their family and community.
	Your facilitation questions should elicit prior knowledge and help make a connection to the day’s topic.

Service Learning: How will they explore key components and possibilities around the community issue? What are some causes behind the issues? What is the academic connection?

Step 1)- Tell the students that often the Mbuti (uhm-boot-ee) people are called pygmies because of their small size but they consider this to be a derogatory name and do not like to be called this. The Mbutis are forest dwellers. They call the forest their "mother and father" because it provides everything for them. They are nomadic which means they make only temporary homes and move when they need to find more food. Mbuti women and children spend their mornings and afternoon gathering mushrooms, nuts, fruits, berries and roots as they walk through the forest. The men provide meat for the group, hunting with short spears or poisoned arrows. This daily tasks are often accompanied by singing.

Step 2. -The Fulani people live in the grasslands of West Africa. Opposed to the Mbuti the Fulanis are taller and have a slightly different skin color. The group of Fulanis I would like to discuss are nomadic. They travel where the climate and land is best for their cattle. Cattle are very important to the Fulani people. A man's social status is measured by how many cows he owns. Often times young boys will be found singing to their cows out in the fields. A women's social status is measured by the number of children she bares. Many women marry young. The boys and girls at a young age become apprentices in the camps, corrals and pastures.
	Your facilitation questions should help connect to a hypothesis/theory and lead them to constructing their ideas and thoughts.

	Explain                                                 Length (Time):

How will they show understanding, observations, and hypotheses of the topics/concepts in their own words?

Introduce students to models, laws, theories and ask them to connect knowledge from the Explore phase using the new terms/vocabulary.

How will they explain their thoughts/ideas (to a partner, small group, whole class)?

Service Learning: What is a possible design or model that explains the issue? 

Step 1. - Explain that after having a class discussion; the class will divide into small groups of four students.                                                               


Step 2.-Give them paper for a chart and then model on the board how they will use the chart to compare and contrast their own communities with the ones discussed.                                                               
Step 3. - Tell the students: the chart will have two columns, one column titled as "Ways we are alike" and the other "Ways we are different." One example of a difference may be that Mbuti and Fulani people are nomadic while people in my community are not. The students should try to find four differences and one similarity.
	Your facilitation questions should allow them to make justifications and connect to new knowledge, information, or ways of thinking.

They should be able to process what they learned and share what they learned in a variety of ways (verbally, visually, kinesthetically, etc.). How will they extend their learning and transfer their knowledge to new situations/applications? What will they create?

Step 1- Give each group a chance to share what they have written on their charts.

Step 2. - (optional) In their journals they may write about a typical day if they were Mbuti or Fulani. They may also illustrate their writing.

Step 3.-At the conclusion of the activity talk about the importance of respecting different cultures and understanding that just because people do things differently from us, doesn't mean they are wrong.


	Your facilitation questions should guide them in applying their knowledge to new areas or fields and forming new hypotheses, and to other content areas/applications. What are some “what if” types of questions that can be asked (changes in conditions, parameters, materials, etc.)?
What are some other ways that the people on the village could live?

Who can tell me why is it important to respect the different ways of living?
