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Memorandum of Agreement

This agreement is entered effective August 1, 2009, through July 31, 2010 between the Mayberry Independent School District School, Community Services’ Texas ACE Program and the Sylvan Learning Center.  The agreement is effective only upon notification of the grant award by the Texas Education Agency for Cycle 6 of the Texas 21st Century Community Learning Centers Grant Program.

MISD has applied for federal 21st CCLC grant funds from TEA to provide out-of-school programs in twenty Title 1 schools across the district.  Upon receiving the requested funds, the Texas ACE Program and the Sylvan Learning Center will enter into a collaboration to provide out-of-school programs to meet the requirements of the Texas ACE Grant Program and benefit the school communities as stated in the grant request for application.
 MISD, 21st CCLC Staff agree to:

· Implement and administer the Texas ACE Program within the guidelines set forth by The Texas Education Agency.

· Provide ongoing communication regarding program quality.

· Provide space for Sylvan Learning Center classroom instruction

· Provide space for curriculum material and supplies

· Handle any elevated disciplinary issues with participating students and staff

· Provide nutritional snacks for students in attendance

· Provide teacher pay for Ace It! Tutoring.

· Provide administrative oversight to ensure shared space is cared for appropriately.

· Prepare performance reports for TEA and provide data to campus administration for evaluation and feedback.

Sylvan Learning Center agrees to:

· Deliver Ace It! Tutoring (34 hours per program) to groups of 8 students in one or two hour increments.
· Provide SAT/ACT prep classes on campus to students in groups of 10 or more during Fall, Spring, and Summer semesters.
· Support the Texas ACE Program by communicating its mission to targeted stakeholders.

· Provide one staff member to participate on the Community Afterschool Task Force.

· Provide necessary data analysis to the Texas ACE staff for reporting purposes to include pre- and post-test assessment as measured by the GRADE and GMADE assessments, attendance, and teacher evaluations.
· Provide student curriculum and instructional supplies

· Provide teacher training.

· Provide teacher instructional supplies.

· Provide computer programs and licenses.

· Provide Quality assurance monitoring.
