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Program Description
BlairLEARNs is the expanded day (after-school) program at Blair IB Magnet School.  Blair IB Magnet School is a 7th – 12th grade campus.
The combination of BlairLEARNs and the Regular School Day creates a “Seamless School Day”, that runs from 7:00am – 7:00pm.  
BlairLEARNs serves both Middle School students, (7th – 8th grade), and High School students, (9th – 12th grade).  The Middle School program is funded by the State of California’s ASES Program, and the High School program is funded by the 21st Century ASSETs Program.

The BlairLEARNs High School program in the 2005/2006 school year served an unduplicated 521 students, and averaged 147 students per day.

The BlairLEARNs program offers Academic Classes, Enrichment Classes, Student Services, Summer School Classes, Family Literacy Classes, Community Classes, and Special Events and Activities.  BlairLEARNs classes are taught by Classified Instructors hired directly by the BlairLEARNs program, as well as by Community Partners, and Certificated Teachers. 
The BlairLEARNs program is administrated by Site Coordinator, Bill Fennessy, who works under the immediate direction of School Principal, Rich Boccia and PasadenaLEARNs’ Program Coordinator, Christina Hale-Nardi.  The Site Coordinator’s Office is based at the school site, and located in the Main Office.  The Site Coordinator is a full-time 8 hour employee, which means that over half of his time is spent on site with the regular school day staff.  In addition to being the BlairLEARNs Site Coordinator in 2005/2006, he was also the Chairman of the School Site Council, Co-Athletic Director, and member of the school’s Administration Team as well as the school’s Leadership Team.  He also attended meetings and activities outside of his regular work hours, such as PTSA and ELAC meetings.

The Site Coordinator’s involvement with the entire school community, especially the regular school day, has been the key to the program’s successes and accomplishments.

Most notable accomplishments in the 2005/2006 school year, were the increase in High School graduation as a result of Senior Credit Reclamation Classes that allowed 22 of the 165 seniors to graduate “on time” with their class in 2006.  Additionally, 29 out of 41 senior students that took our California High School Exit Exam (CAHSEE) Prep classes in 2005/2006, passed the exam in time to graduate with their class as well.
