When writing a driving question with your students, be sure the following elements are included:

Question Word

How, What, Why, Who, Where…….

Action Word/s

Use, Show, Help, Make, Teach, Share……

Topic (study should be relevant to your students---what’s important to them, what they care about)

Exercise, Global warming, insects, art, dance, America, dinosaurs…..

Targeted Audience (tie your project to your intended audience)—Includingthe target audience in your driving question is optional, however, your intended audience should always be implied.
My neighborhood, Our peers, Our home, Our views…..

Examples

What art mediums can we use to best express our political views for our school art show?

What types of bugs are found in my neighborhood and how can we help our neighbors control the harmful ones?

How can we make life easier at home using pulleys? (Implied target audience…family, engineers.  Will you be presenting just as an informational presentation or to persuade engineers to take your idea and perhaps develop something).

	Phase 1: Beginning the Project
· Goals for the Week for the whole semester should be done with students during the

      first three weeks.

· Daily Journal entries are documentation of actual activities on that day.
	In the first phase the teacher can begin a web in order to learn what the children already know and what they would like to know.  During this phase the teacher enables the children collectively to share their individual knowledge through helping them to represent their experience and explain it to the rest of the class.  A collective understanding can provide the starting point for the investigation.  The topic of interest and research plan is derived from questions which the children and teacher discuss and record.

	Goals for the Week:  Day 1: Introduction to cluster, overview of PBL, Class agreements (to include how decisions will be made); Day 2:  Mapping what they know and wonder and choosing the research topic.  Use guiding questions to help students make decisions

	Goals for the Week:  Day 3:  Writing of the Driving Question (done by trial and error).  Use guiding to questions to help students create a question that will require investigation and one where a “right” answer is problematic. Day 4:  Determine project.
