	Lesson 4:  Pictures 101 – Students will be introduced to various picture editing tools and learn how to upload, modify and post pictures.
	Lesson 10:  Video & Music 201 – Students will focus on “viral” videos and music mashups and partner with each other to generate source material for webpages.

	
	Lesson 5:  Video & Music 101 – Students will be shown, through demonstration, video and music editing technology.  They will also learn about web resources for source material and copyright laws.
	Lesson 11:  Podcast 201 – Students will review and evaluate their favorite podcasts, then use their findings to post self-generated or group podcasts to Ning pages.

	
	Lesson 6:  Podcasting 101 – Students will learn how to use the basics of podcasting and become familiar with the www.podcast.com environment.
	Lesson 12:  Web 2.0 & the Future – Students will generate questions to be used while hosting an open, online discussion about the future of technology.
