Parent Involvement Examples 
Mason ISD

Mason is a community of 2100 people located in a very rural part of Texas.  Geographically the district is isolated and the school is the resource.

The total school is enrollment is 252 students.  The 21stCCLC Program serves students in grades one through eight and is a Cycle 3 Grant.  An increasing number of families are moving into town who do not speak English.

Two major family involvement components are in place.  ESL is offered three times each week with ten to fifteen adults attending each time for a total of 30 unduplicated adults.  The second component is family night which is held monthly.  More parents are in attendance on family nights.

The ESL Program started because the Administrative Office Grant Person, the 21stCCLC Project coordinator, and Parent Liaison surveyed families to learn what was of interest to them.  They discovered that many families wanted to learn English.  They offered a program but few if any adults attended.  Consequently, they asked parents if they could visit their homes and talk one on one with them.  Most were receptive – the others welcomed the Parent Liaison.  They learned that the adults could come on Sunday morning for ESL classes.  They started with five parents.  Rosetta Stone was the tool for learning English and a community volunteer taught the class.  As relationships and trust were built, more parents wanted to take the classes.  Additional classes are offered on Tuesday and Thursday evenings.  The teachers are peer volunteers – one is the district Parent Liaison.

Mason ISD was able to increase the adult/parent component by 147% by building relationships and trust to an isolated group of parents.

Austin ISD: Cycle 4 – Sims Elementary Campus
Parent participants numbers range from 38 to 60 and approximately 11 siblings

Taylor ISD: Cycle 3 – Elementary and Middle School Campuses
