Meeting Questions and Answers:

Subject: 21st CCLC Session 4: Preparing for Spring - Looking Ahead

Asked: if a student is from Mexico and does not have a social security, what number can we use how do we report on that student?

Doug Conover Answered: If the student has been entered into PEIMS, then they should have at least an "S-Number", if you can't get that either, then enter all the other information but leave the SSN blank. The 21st Century system will assign the student a "C-Number", a unique identifier internal to the 21st Century application.



Asked: I had problems when I was inputting parent activities. When it came time for submission it gave me an error. Did any of you had this challenge?

Candace Answered: Raul, this seems like a very good topic to chat with someone else about or to post to the Q&A forum on the texas21afterschool.org website.



Asked: Do we have to be offering Tutorial within our program, in order to be counting these students?

Candace Answered: Yes, they do have to be approved activities as listed in your grant application.



Asked: If the student does not stay for other enrichment activities, you said that we should include them for strictly tutorials from in-kind services?

Candace Answered: No, I did not say anything about in-kind services. If tutorials are an approved activity included in your grant application, then those students can be counted. If those students are not able to attend the enrichment portion, but are coming to an approved tutorial activity then they can and should be counted.



Asked: Do events that are off site count as parent events? These activities are not listed on the current grant application but they will be for year 2.  

Candace Answered: It would depend on the type of activity, but as long as it is an allowable/ approved activity within the grant requirements/ application, then it would be allowed. Family activities can support parental involvement such as parent night, etc, and family literacy and other educational services. 



Asked: In regard to counting the adults, does the adult need to be linked to each students or if the students are linked together from the family tab, will that link them?

Doug Conover Answered: There isn't a family tab, and 21st Century only collects a count of adult family, not individual names. So, no linking, but they count for each student on the student screen. For an Activity, one adult person counts as one person, no matter how many students that person may have in the program.



Asked: If we had a student enrolled in our afterschool program in the Fall but they dropped from the afterschool program but are still enrolled in the school do we still include them in our Spring Report (even though they were not enrolled in our afterschool program during the Spring terms)?

Candace Answered: No, if a student does not come to the program they cannot be counted as a program participant.



Asked: Is there a Webinar in the future that will specifically address closing a grant cycle?

Candace Answered: We are working on either a training or webinar and will keep you posted.



Asked: So if the paper publishes pictures of our students in 21st CCLC activities, do we have to add a notary signature to our enrollment form that includes a permission check and parent signature for newspaper PR etc.?

Candace Answered: It is certainly a good idea to add on the consent form for program participation a section that includes both the option (yes or no) for pictures.



Asked: Since we won't have the separate Year-End Report, are new screens being added to the system or will we not have those 26 evaluation questions to answer any more?

Candace Answered: The Year End Report also called the Final Yearly Report is due 30 days after the end of the grant period, which will depend on which cycle you are in. The Spring Term Report is where you will be entering end of year data but these are two separate reports and both are still required.  


Asked: When will we know if the fall reports are approved.
Candace answered: Liza and the TAC’s are working on the data analysis and will contact grantees with clarifying questions.  An e-mail is sent to the primary contact when all reports are approved by TEA.  


Asked: When will the renewal application be available?

Candace Answered: The Cycle 5 Year 2 Continuation grant will be available 4/7/09.  Please refer to the TEA Grant Opportunities Webpage for all information and updates pertaining to renewals (http://burleson.tea.state.tx.us/GrantOpportunities/forms/GrantProgramSearch.aspx); 


Asked: The new Cycle 6, Year 1 RFP states that Year 1 runs from 8/1/09 to 7/31/10. We are currently operating in Cycle 3, Year 5. The current NOGA runs 9/1/08-8/31/09. We intend to apply for Cycle 6 funds, but this creates an overlap of NOGAS for the month of August. We are fully prepared to close out our current NOGA as of 7/31/09 so that we may apply for Cycle 6 funds. Do we need to submit an amendment to change our current NOGA ending date to 7/31/09? If we do, how do we do that?
