Character Curriculum 

Involves character education with respect, responsibility, punctuality, trustworthiness, caring, courtesy, etc.
CSI-Science and Forensics
Students will meet via online webinars with Forensic Scientists and solve mysteries by applying their science knowledge and/or gaining new knowledge in science that is aligned with the state standards, TEKS. Students will co-problem solve and present their solutions and justify their thinking through team blogs. They will connect with experts in the field via the web to support their learning and validate their solutions. This activity also support ELA and mathematics.
Hands-on Science Tutoring
This is a rotating session offered twice a week for 7th and 8th grade student who need support within Science as noted by their TAKS tests.
Mathematics Hands-On Tutoring
Students will participate in highly-engaging and hands-on mathematics activities that are connected to what they are learning in their mathematics classrooms to reinforce and support their learning and success.
College Night Guest Speaker

Guest Speakers will come to the center to discuss opportunities for students at the local universities, engaging in conversations around diffferent careers and coursework to achieve this.

Parent-Teacher-Student Dialogues

These sessions, in both English and Spanish, will happen for each of the core areas where parents, teachers, and students will come together and engage in dialogue around the students' educational future, career goals, college opportunities, communicating high expectations, and form a partnership to support the student.
Science Expeditions

Students will visit three science museum exhibits for a total of nine learning sessions.
